Freedom in Bangladesh is written in blood. This article is dedicated, first and foremost, to the
freedom fighters of the 1971 War of Independence and to every soul who laid down their life so
that we could call this land our own. It is also dedicated to all who have since defended that
freedom, especially the students who took to the streets and toppled dictatorship last year. Their
courage reminds us that freedom is never a finished achievement; it is a responsibility renewed
by each generation.

Yet, more than fifty years after independence,
we must be honest: political freedom has not --
fully translated into institutional freedom. Too

favour. Universities, public bodies, media houses, even professional associations can find themselves
pressured by invisible red lines. When institutions are captured by partisan or vested interests, loyalty is
rewarded more than integrity and competence. The result is a fragile democracy in form, but not always
in practice.

This crisis runs deep into our personal choices. Many young people do not feel free to choose what to
study or which career to pursue. Family pressure, social prestige and narrow definitions of “success’
push them into a few crowded paths—medicine, engineering, a handful of ‘respectable” professions.
Talents in the arts, basic sciences, social sciences, entrepreneurship or creative industries are often
dismissed as risky or useless. Over time, this stifling of individual passion creates a paucity of mind and
intellect. When generations are discouraged from dreaming big, from following their curiosity, a nation
slowly loses its inventors, philosophers, poets and pioneers.

Beyond education and career, many
Bangladeshis move through life calculating
what can be safely said online, at work, or even
at family gatherings. Women, minoritised
community, people from lower socio-economic
strata face additional layers of constraint, from
street  harassment to restrictive  social
expectations. Poverty and economic insecurity
further trap people, forcing them to accept
injustice and inequity because they cannot
afford to resist it. When survival becomes the
priority, freedom quietly shrinks.

Freedom of speech, expression, academic
inquiry and judicial independence are the pillars
that should protect a free society. When
Jjournalists risk harassment for honest reporting,
when academics self-censor in classrooms,
when students are punished for peaceful
protest, when cases are delayed or influenced,
the message to citizens is clear: stay within the
lines. This culture of fear breeds silence, and
silence is the enemy of both justice and
progress.
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Our culture and religious traditions are rich sources of compassion, ethics and community. But we
must also acknowledge how certain taboos, wrapped in the language of culture or religion, hold us
back. Honest conversations about gender equality, minority rights, mental health, economic parity,
corruption or even historical truths are often shut down as “shameful” or “offensive”. Respect for faith
and culture must never become an excuse for suppressing questions, curiosity or dissent.

Free thinking and critical thinking should walk hand in hand, yet too often they are discouraged
together. Our education system still frequently rewards rote learning, not imagination; obedience, not
inquiry. Students learn to memorise answers rather than to ask better questions. A society that
punishes those who think differently cannot expect innovation, scientific breakthroughs or bold moral

leadership.

Allthese layers of limited freedom, institutional, personal, intellectual,
are holding Bangladesh back from the future its martyrs dreamed of.
To honour them, we must do more than raise slogans; we must
transform education. We need schools, madrasas and universities
that nurture curiosity, protect debate, celebrate diversity of thought
and allow every young person to dream boldly about their future.

If we truly believe in freedom, then each of us must sign up for this
change: as parents, as teachers, as students, as professionals, as
workers, as citizens. Only then will the sacrifice of 1971 and of every
struggle since be fulfilled in a Bangladesh that is not only
independent, but genuinely free.

Don't
Call It a Comeback
Call It a Reckoning

The resurgence of Donald J. Trump in 2025 has thrust the world back into a high-stakes global gamble: war
and peace, diplomacy and exclusion, order and disruption. Once again at the centre of history's storm,
Trump presents himself as both deal-maker and disruptor. Whether legacy judges him a peacemaker or a
provocateur now hinges on a fragile balancing act — and the consequences extend far beyond the United

States.

The Gaza Gamble

Upon returning to power, Trump moved
swiftly to influence the conflict in Gaza. In
September 2025, he unveiled a 20-point
peace framework, announced alongside
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu,
aimed at ending the war between Israel and
Hamas. The plan proposed a ceasefire, the
release of hostages, prisoner exchanges, and
the creation of a transitional governing

authority for Gaza wunder international
oversight.
Trump framed the announcement in

characteristically grand terms, calling it
‘potentially one of the great days ever in
civilisation" — not just for Gaza, but for the
wider Middle East.

Within days, both Israel and Hamas agreed to an initial phase: hostages would be freed and Israeli forces
would withdraw to a defined security line. For a conflict that had defied diplomacy for months, the

breakthrough appeared significant.

Yet beneath the optimism lies uncertainty. Critics argue the plan lacks durable foundations. The proposed
‘Board of Peace” remains ill-defined, long-term security arrangements are vague, and Gaza's political future

is unresolved. Humanitarian reconstruction, governance legitimacy and accountability mechanisms are
largely absent from the framework.

While Trump has declared victory — asserting that he has ‘ended the war in Gaza” — analysts caution that the
ceasefire may prove temporary. Should violence resume or Gaza remain politically paralysed, Trump's claim
to peace making could quickly unravel, recast as an incomplete deal driven by optics rather than stability.

Ukraine, Russia and Transactional Diplomacy

Trumps foreign policy recalibration has been
equally disruptive in Europe. In December 2025, he
intensified  pressure on  Ukrainian  President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy to accept a US-brokered
peace proposal — publicly suggesting that “Russia
has the upper hand” and implying Ukraine may need
to concede territory.

The proposal, widely viewed as favourable to
Moscow, was rejected outright by Kyiv. Zelenskyy
warned that territorial concessions  would

undermine Ukraine's sovereignty and embolden
aggression. European allies echoed those concerns,
fearing a return to appeasement politics reminiscent
of earlier geopolitical failures.

For many observers, Trumps approach reflects a
broader shift: diplomacy rooted less in shared
values and collective security, and more in
transactional bargaining. Peace, under this model,
becomes a negotiated pause rather than a
principled settlement — and alliances become
conditional rather than enduring.

Hard-line Policies at Home

While positioning himself internationally as a deal-maker, Trump has simultaneously revived a hard-line
domestic agenda. Immigration enforcement once again sits at the heart of his presidency. Expanded
powers granted to Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) have led to a sharp rise in workplace raids
and deportations, including in agriculture, hospitality and service industries.

Deportations reached record levels, placing millions — including asylum seekers and those with pending
cases — in legal and economic uncertainty. Immigrant advocacy groups, religious organisations and
business leaders have warned of labour shortages and social fracture.

Public opinion reflects a divided nation. While Trump's base remains supportive, polling indicates growing
concern over the economic and humanitarian costs of aggressive enforcement. The contrast is striking:
abroad, Trump speaks the language of ceasefires and reconciliation; at home, his administration enforces
borders with uncompromising force.

Trump described the recognition as “one of the
greatest honours of my life", presenting it as
validation of his peacemaker credentials.
Critics, however, dismissed the prize as
symbolic — arguing that unresolved conflicts
and fragile truces hardly merit celebration.

For Trump, the award may serve a dual
purpose: reinforcing his global image and
advancing a long-declared ambition for the
Nobel Peace Prize. In this sense, diplomacy
becomes performance, and recognition
becomes leverage.

Why the World Should Care

The implications of Trumps second term are
profound.

First, his legacy remains unsettled. If Gaza's
ceasefire collapses or reconstruction falters,
claims of historic peace will ring hollow.

Second, global power dynamics are shifting. The
pressure on Ukraine, the threats against the
International Criminal Court, and the retreat from
multilateral norms signal a departure from the
post-Cold War order.

Afghanistan: In Pursuit

of Prosperity

After the dramatic fall of the Ashraf Ghani government
in August 2021, when Kabul was overtaken by the
Taliban and the president fled the country, Afghanistan
entered a period of significant upheaval. The chaos
that ensued culminated in Operation Pitting, an
emergency evacuation involving the Royal Air Force. |
was among the roughly 15,000 Afghans and British
nationals evacuated from Kabul as the city changed
hands, amidst widespread panic and uncertainty.

In the four years since then, | have returned to
Afghanistan on twelve occasions, each time
observing notable changes under the rule of the
Islamic  Emirate of Afghanistan (IEA). While
challenges undoubtedly persist, there have been
tangible improvements in certain aspects of daily life
for many Afghans. The IEA has demonstrated a
commitment to enhancing the population's
well-being, most visibly through investment in road
construction and upgrades. Unlike the previous
regime, roads are no longer routinely blocked for
government officials, ensuring smoother daily
commutes for ordinary citizens.

One of the most striking developments has been the
growth of Afghanistan's restaurant industry, with an
increasing number of establishments owned and
managed by women. This signals a shift towards
greater female participation in the business sector,
reflecting  changing  attitudes and  growing
empowerment of women in Afghan society.

Beauty parlours have also adjusted to new regulations.
While they can no longer operate from street-facing
premises, many now provide their services in clients
homes. These home-based businesses are subject to
licensing and taxation, ensuring quality standards and
regulatory oversight.

The wedding hall industry has expanded as well, with
some venues able to host up to 7000 guests,
reflecting both the resilience of Afghan entrepreneurs
and the population's desire for large-scale

celebrations despite ongoing challenges.
Nevertheless, Afghanistan still faces severe
difficulties.  Food  insecurity  remains
widespread, affecting large portions of the
population. The arrival of 15 million
refugees from Pakistan and 1.2 million from
Iran has further strained resources. Recent
earthquakes in the north, Kunar, and Paktia
provinces have compounded these
pressures, deepening the hardship for
many.



Sanctions imposed by the United
States on Afghanistans banking
sector have intensified economic
challenges by restricting financial
transactions and disrupting banking
services. Despite these obstacles, the
Afghani currency has remained one of
the region's most stable, with inflation
at -7%, resulting in falling prices for
many goods.

Due to persistent uncertainty, many
young Afghan men are migrating to
Europe in search of better futures.
However, security within Afghanistan
has improved markedly: women now
walk freely in public places, at work,
and while shopping, a notable
change from previous regimes where

threats of kidnapping and harassment were common. | have
personally travelled between cities such as Kandahar, Herat,
Mazar-e-Sharif, and Jalalabad—even at night—without
incident, reflecting safer roads and greater stability.
Additional improvements include lower rental prices for
homes and government efforts to control food prices, easing
daily financial pressures for ordinary citizens.

During my most recent visit in November, | encountered
foreign tourists exploring Afghanistan. Their presence
highlighted the country's enduring tradition of hospitality.

Gaza's injured children left in limbo

Mariam, Nasser and Ahmed were evacuated from the warzone but are now stranded
in an Egyptian hospital that cannot treat their life-threatening injuries after Trump's
sudden ban on Palestinians entering the US

Mariam Sabbah had been fast asleep, huddled under a blanket with her siblings, when an Israeli
missile tore through her home in Deir al-Balah, central Gaza, in the early hours of 1 March.

The missile narrowly missed the
sleeping children but as the
terrified nine-year-old ran to her
parents, a second one hit. ‘I saw
her coming towards me but
suddenly there was another
explosion and she vanished into
the smoke" says her mother,
Fatma Salman.

As  the parents  searched
desperately for their children, they
found Mariam lying unconscious in
a pool of blood; her left arm was

ripped off, shards of shrapnel had

difficult for her to live a normal life.

Mariam is one of tens of thousands of people in Gaza who have been injured by Israeli military

attacks over the past 23 months, which have also killed more than 64,000, mainly women and
children.

Repeated military strikes and attacks on Gaza's hospitals and Israel's blockade of basic goods and
supplies into the territory have left the health sector devastated and doctors without the means to

treat the sick, injured, and famished.

Since October 2023, 7,672 patients, including 5,332 children, have been medically evacuated
from Gaza for urgent treatment abroad, but trying to get a medical evacuation organised and
approved is a slow, arduous and heavily vetted process.

So far more than 700 patients - many of them children - have died waiting for permission to be
granted to leave Gaza by Cogat, the Israeli government department responsible for approving

medical evacuations, according to the WHO.

Mariam and her family secured the offer of surgical care from a specialist team in Ohio, and the
little girl waited two months to be given permission from Cogat to leave Gaza, by which time her
condition had deteriorated. She was finally evacuated to Egypt but was then stuck for months
waiting for her US travel documents to be processed.

Then, just a few days before her
appointment at the embassy in Cairo to
approve her visa, the US suddenly
stopped issuing visas for Palestinians -
including children - to be treated in US
hospitals.

The decision followed an online
pressure campaign by Laura Loomer, a
far-right influencer close to Donald
Trump, who had posted pictures and
videos of evacuated patients from Gaza
arriving on US soil on social media
channels, asking: “Why are any Islamic
invaders coming into the US under the
Trump admin?”

Despite the rhetoric surrounding the visa ban - with Loomer hailing the move as a victory, saying it
would stop “this invasion of our country”, the US has only accepted a total of 48 medical evacuations
from Gaza, according to the figures provided to the Guardian by WHO. In comparison, 3,995 and
1,450 critically injured people have been evacuated to Egypt and the UAE respectively from Gaza.

Ahmed requires complex reconstructive surgery
and prosthetic fitting that are not available in
Egypt.

If someone had told me a few years ago that | would hold a doctorate in
Medical Sciences from the University of Oxford by the age of 23, I'm not
sure | would have believed them.

With a first-class degree in Biomedical Engineering, | completed my
Bachelor of Engineering at King's College London and stepped directly
into a DPhil (PhD) at the University of Oxford at merely age 20 without the
traditional Master's degree in between.

The road to Oxford was far from smooth. The interview process was one of
the toughest experiences of my academic life. 6 professors sat across
from me, each an expert, but none specifically in the project | was about to
present. | had just 5 minutes to present an entire year's worth of research,
condensed into a single, intense breath of presentation. Those five
minutes felt like five seconds. The questions that followed were less about
what | knew and more about how | thought. The panel challenged every
assumption, sometimes even outright telling me | was wrong, just to see if
| could justify my reasoning under pressure. It wasn't about perfection; it
was about resilience, intellectual honesty, and the ability to defend my
ideas without crumbling. They even questioned what made me suitable to
pursue a PhD at Oxford without a Master's degree. That moment tested me
deeply, but it also affirmed why | wanted this path: because growth
happens at the edge of discomfort. What strengthened my answer was my
time as a research fellow at the EPSCRC Centre for Doctoral Training in
Smart Medical Imaging under Kings College London. That experience
gave me a foundation not just in research skills, but in confidence,
independence, and scientific maturity. It showed me what real research
demands, and it made Oxford feel like the next logical step rather than an
impossible dream.
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Throughout this journey, my
parents guidance has been my
anchor. Their support, emotional,
practical, and  unwavering,
carried me through late nights,
self-doubt, and the pressure of
expectations. They reminded me
that ambition is powerful, but
grounded ambition is
unstoppable.

Being the youngest on my team
could have easily intimidated
me, but | refused to let age
translate into self-doubt. | found
myself adapting to advanced
techniques  faster  than |
expected, simply because |
pushed myself to stay curious
and consistent. Being able to
step into cardiac surgery, gather
real tissue biopsies, and see
exactly how my research

connects to patient care makes
this PhD not only challenging but
profoundly rewarding.

The UK is home to roughly 156 billionaires in
2025.

The presence of South Asian wealth
demonstrates how far our wider diaspora has
travelled within the corridors of influence and
prosperity.

Yet when it comes to British Bangladeshi
success, the path to billionaire status remains
largely uncharted. Our diaspora now exceeds
one million people in the UK. Over the
decades, many have become
multimillionaires,  quietly  building wealth
across property, hospitality, retail, professional
services and emerging industries. While
precise public data is limited, it is widely
acknowledged that hundreds of British
Bangladeshi multimillionaires now exist —
many edging closer to the billion-pound
threshold.

By the will of Allah, | firmly believe we
will see a British Bangladeshi
billionaire in the UK before the end of
this decade. But this milestone will not
occur by chance. It will require unity,
collaboration and shared belief. We
must invest in one another, elevate
one another and recognise the
collective potential of our people.

This journey is not solely about wealth.
It is about legacy, representation and
global contribution. We will move
beyond participation in the economy
to shaping its future — in the UK and
beyond.

In an age when scientific breakthroughs can often feel remote from
everyday life, the story of Somru BioScience stands as a powerful
reminder that innovation is frequently driven by deeply personal
experiences. Founded in Canada more than thirteen years ago, Somru
BioScience Inc. has grown into a globally respected biotherapeutics
company dedicated to accelerating the development of life-saving

medicines and making them more affordable and accessible worldwide.

At the heart of this mission are two brothers from Sylhet, Bangladesh —
Rafig Islam and Mohammed Moin, whose journey from a modest
upbringing to international scientific recognition is as inspiring as it is
impactful.

Born into a middle-class family, the brothers were raised by a father who
was a devoted schoolteacher and a firm believer in education as both a
privilege and a responsibility. After graduating from Sylhet Cadet
College, their paths took them abroad — one to the United States and
the other to Canada — in pursuit of higher education and scientific
excellence.

Yet even as they embraced new opportunities overseas, a personal
tragedy profoundly shaped their purpose. The loss of their father to
cancer in Bangladesh exposed them to a harsh reality: for millions of
people in developing countries, life-saving medicines remain financially
or logistically out of reach. The experience left a lasting impression,
opening their eyes to the stark inequalities in global healthcare access.
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Determined to help bridge
this gap, Rafig Islam and
Mohammed Moin founded
Somru BioScience — a
company built not only on
scientific innovation, but also
on compassion, equity and a
belief that access to
medicine should not be
determined by geography
or income.

In 2023, a significant
opportunity emerged on the
global stage. The
governments of Canada and
the United Kingdom
launched a joint
biomanufacturing and life
sciences fund, supported by
£10 million from the UK and
$16 million from Canada,
aimed at strengthening
innovation and enhancing
preparedness for future
pandemics. As part of this
programme, Somru
BioScience was invited,
alongside a select group of
Canadian companies, to
engage with leading

biotechnology organisations
across the UK.




Over the course of an intensive week, the Somru team travelled

through London, Stevenage, Darlington and Manchester,
exchanging ideas with British innovators and exploring
collaborative pathways that could reshape the future of
biotherapeutics manufacturing. These discussions led to a
promising partnership with Apoha, a London-based company
renowned for its groundbreaking liquid-brain sensory
intelligence platform.,

Together, Somru BioScience and Apoha set out to reimagine the
future of biomanufacturing. By combining Somru's proprietary
Intellib and Amplatto platforms with Apoha's revolutionary
liquid-brain  technology, the partners aim to develop
next-generation, Al-powered process analytics. The objective is
ambitious: to dramatically improve manufacturing efficiency;,
reduce production time and costs, and ultimately enable wider
global access to advanced medicines.

After eight months of rigorous evaluation, Innovate UK and the
National Research Council of Canadas Industrial Research
Assistance Program (NRC IRAP) jointly awarded the partnership
a $2 million investment towards the project's total cost of $4
million. The decision recognised not only the project's scientific
merit, but also its strong commitment to global health equity.

Life can change in a single moment, completely
altering your path forever.

Looking to the future, | want to scale the
business, secure strategic intellectual and financial investment, and contribute more to charity
through the business.

Following the success of a pop-up residency in Westfield, 'm eager to explore physical retail spaces,
allowing customers to try on my jewellery and connect further with my brand.

Alternative Student Finance (ASF)

FUNDING AND MARKETING OVERVIEW
Nazim Uddin
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THE ECONOMIC IMPACT OF
HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS
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Alternative Student Finance (ASF) is a
forthcoming UK government scheme
designed to remove barriers to higher
education for students who cannot in
good conscience take out
interest-bearing student loans. For some
Muslim students in particular, the
prohibition on riba (interest) means
existing student loans can be religiously
problematic, potentially discouraging
participation in higher education. ASF will
provide a state-backed finance product
that is fully compatible with Islamic
finance principles while matching the
mainstream system in the amount and
timing of support and repayments
[Department for Education (DfE) (2025a;
2025b)].

ASF will be available to any
undergraduate students who are eligible
for mainstream student finance in
England. In practice, this means that ASF
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is expected to cover broadly the same
groups as standard Student Finance
England funding: for example UK and
Irish citizens, individuals with indefinite
leave to remain or other forms of settled
status, many EEA/Swiss citizens with
status under the EU Settlement
Scheme, and certain categories of
students with protection-based
immigration statuses such as
recognised refugees or those granted
humanitarian protection, long residence
or specific resettlement schemes,
subject to detailed regulations [House
of Commons Library (2025a; 2025b)l.
Students whose asylum applications
are still pending are generally not
eligible for mainstream student finance
and would therefore not normally be
eligible for ASF [Student Finance

England (2025)].




Under ASF, eligible students - including UK
citizens, students with indefinite leave to
remain, and those with approved asylum
claims leading to refugee or humanitarian
protection status — will apply for “alternative
payments” for tuition fees and living costs
instead of interest-bearing loans.
Applications will be made through Student
Finance England in a very similar way to
current loans. After their studies, graduates
will make income-contingent contributions
to a ring-fenced Takaful fund. These
contributions will mirror mainstream student
loan repayments in both amount and timing
and will be calculated solely on the basis of
what graduates earn, not the amount they
originally  received [Department  for
Education (DfE) (2025b)]

The cost of finance under the Takaful model
is therefore structured as mutual support
rather than interest. All participating
graduates contribute a set percentage of
income above a threshold for a defined
period, on the same terms as those using
standard student loans. For students, the
out-of-pocket financial cost is designed to
be neither higher nor lower than in the
conventional system; what differs is the legal
and ethical framing of the payments as
Takaful contributions into a shared fund that
is used exclusively to support future ASF
students. The detailed rules on entitlement
and contribution calculations will be set out
in secondary legislation so that ASF can
operate alongside the new Lifelong
Learning Entitlement (LLE) from 2026/27
onwards.

A key feature of ASF is its governance. The
Department for Education has appointed the
Islamic Finance Council UK (UKIFC), a
specialist not-for-profit advisory body in
Islamic and ethical finance, to act as
secretariat for the certification process.
UKIFC has in turn appointed an independent
Islamic  Finance  Supervisory  Board,
composed of internationally recognised
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scholars and practitioners in Islamic
finance, to certify formally that the ASF
product is compatible with Islamic
finance principles. Information about
the Board, including biographies of its
scholars, is published on the UKIFC
website to promote transparency and
confidence among students,
communities and providers.

From a marketing perspective,
ASF positions higher education
as genuinely open to all eligible
students - including those whose
religious beliefs prevent them
from using interest-bearing loans.
For Muslim students and others
with similar ethical concerns, ASF
offers a route to university where
the finance product has been
independently certified as
Sharia-compliant, while providing
the same level of financial
support and the same repayment
profile as mainstream loans. For
universities and colleges ASF can
be presented as part of a wider
iInclusion and
widening-participation agenda,
alongside bursaries, scholarships
and degree apprenticeships that
allow eligible students to earn
while they learn without paying
tuition fees upfront.
