‘T’'ll never know where
I’'m from’: plight of the
adopted children of
Bangladesh’s Birangona
women

Jane Radika was searching for answers. Approaching 50,
she had become reflective about life and yearned to know
more about the circumstances of her adoption, from an
orphanage in Bangladesh to a small Cornish town in
England.

‘| was only five weeks old when | came to the UK, so | have
no recollection of it. From what | have learned, my mum gave
birth to me in the Mother Teresa orphanage in Dhaka.
Unfortunately, | have conflicting information — her name
may be on my Bangladeshi birth certificate or it may not. It
has been lost, which is heartbreaking, but apparently the
orphanage has a copy.”

Jane knew almost nothing of Bangladesh growing up and
online searches got her only so far. She felt drawn to visit, but
the pandemic and personal circumstance had made the
prospect seem distant. One morning, she decided to write a
letter to the Guardian:

' Anniversary chsuk.t



“Dear Thaslima, | came across some
of your articles and wondered if you
could help. | was adopted into the
UK from Bangladesh in 1972 by a
British family. | grew up not knowing
anything about my past, except that
| was a ‘war baby’ and that my birth
mother was a Birangona. | want to
know if there are others out there
like me. Who are they? Where did
they go? Can you help?”

There were others out there,
thousands around the world,
adopted from Bangladesh in the
1970s, many on their own search for
the truth. Most had little or no
information about the
circumstances of their adoption or
birth parents. Except for one
unifying detail.

Bangladesh was declared an
independent state in December
1971, nine months after Pakistan
launched a brutal crackdown on
Bengalis seeking self-rule in what

Despite the scale, Bangladesh's war
is little known outside the region.
One inglorious fact is that it gave one
of the first documented examples of
rape as a weapon of war — between
200,000 and 400,000 women are

said to have been victims.

The result was thousands of babies;
again estimates vary, but 25,000
pregnancies are thought to have
resulted. Women who had been
captured by Pakistani troops, raped
and tortured, emerged traumatised,
in desperate need of medical care

and, in many cases, pregnant.

To integrate rape survivors back into
society, Sheikh Mujibur Rahman,
prime minister and founding father
of Bangladesh, introduced
legislation to allow late-term
abortions and passed the
Abandoned Children order, making
the Ministry of Social Welfare
statutory guardian for children born
of rape. An international adoption
campaign began to find homes for
thousands of “war babies”.

Raped women were given the
honorific  title of Birangona -
meaning war heroine — in an
attempt to mitigate their social
ostracism. Jane's mother was
among them.

“The only information | have is that
my mother was raped during the war
of liberation,” says Jane.

Jane was one of the first adopted
children to go to England, arriving in
the summer of 1972. Mike King and
his wife had been trying to adopt a
child in Britain when, one February
morning, they read an article in the
Guardian by the late Peter Preston
describing the crisis of abandoned
babies in Bangladesh. “It was almost
as though our eyes met at the end of
that article. And we said, this is it,
this is what we ought to do,” says

King.

By July, King was on his way to
Bangladesh to adopt a daughter. He
agreed to escort another baby back
on behalf of a couple who were
unable to travel due to illness. That
couple became Jane's adoptive

parents.

King's recollections of Bangladesh
at the time, recovering from war and
in monsoon season, are of a country
in chaos. A UN representative vetted
King and helped him navigate the
emergent adoption system. He
found himself in the courtyard of the
Mother Teresa orphanage in Old
Dhaka, holding two red baby
carriers, waiting to be processed by
the nuns. “They were incredibly kind
and receptive,” says King. “They were
keen to help — | suspect more for the
children’s sake than mine””

Dressed in a white gown and asleep
in a corner was Jane; born in the
orphanage a few weeks earlier. King
instinctively felt the need to choose
her, the youngest in the nursery. The
babies were so small he only needed

one of the carriers for both.

Several days of “manic activity” and stressful bureaucracy followed. ‘I spent
hours in the offices of various civil servants getting approval. This was all very
new to them, and they were not always quite sure if | needed someone else’s
approval, as well as theirs.” Finally, King and the babies boarded the long flight

back to the UK.

That year, thousands of war babies were adopted in countries including
Sweden, Denmark, Norway and Canada. It is estimated that 5,000 were born,
though the true figure is likely much higher. After the war, the sisters of the
Mother Teresa orphanage would search the streets of Dhaka for abandoned
babies and turn up at abortion clinics asking mothers to go through with
pregnancies and hand unwanted babies to the orphanage. Many of the babies

did not survive or were considered
too frail to travel abroad.

Two years after she first asked for
help to find other war babies, Jane
finally visited Bangladesh. Although,
technically it was her second time in
the country, everything felt new.
“Exhilarating, crazy, fun, emotional,’
she says, describing her feelings
when she arrived in Dhaka last
February. “I really, really absolutely
loved it. And the trip has answered

lots of questions. And then more
questions came in.”

Jane visited the Mother Teresa
orphanage on Islampur Road, where
she was picked out for adoption
decades ago, and was greeted by
senior missionary nun Sister Xavier.
After some initial small talk, Jane
asked to see her records. The nuns
appeared reluctant at first but then
left the room. Sister Xavier
reappeared holding a large book and
Jane began to scan the pages, going

all the way back to her date of birth
in 1972.

There were names of a number of
babies listed as having gone to
Canada and Jane gasped as she
found her own, recorded neatly in
blue ink. The sisters crowded round
excitedly, but Jane felt only relief.
“When you're adopted, you only
really know what you are told. This
confirms | am a war baby and that |
was indeed here, at this orphanage
in Bangladesh, once upon a time.
This is where my story began.”

But there was no information
regarding Jane's birth mother. In the
column headed Parents Address, it
read Women'’s Rehabilitation
Programme; a common entry to
conceal the mother's name. Jane
also discovered that in 1975, part of

the orphanage collapsed and a lot of
documentation was destroyed.

“I'll never actually know where I'm
from until | find my birth mother,
which | don't think is possible. I'm
afraid to search for her only to learn
that I'm too late as she may already
be dead, like so many other
Birangona women,” says Jane.

Later, Jane also visited a group of
Birangona women living in Tejgaon,
in the centre of Dhaka. In a small
house, she was introduced as the
daughter of a Birangona to three
elderly women who were waiting.
The women began to cry as they
took it in turns to embrace Jane, who
was also crying. One woman stroked
Jane's face while another took her
into her arms and whispered a
protection prayer over her: “May
Allah always watch over you my
child””

After an hour or so, it is time to go.
Though brief, it was an encounter
filled with mutual love and respect
between strangers, a remarkable
moment of bonding over a tragic
shared experience.

‘Bangladesh, my story and my
association with it has always been
shrouded in violence and pain.
Connected and never forgotten. But
finally | know where | came from,
how it looks, smells and feels —and |
feel like | have come home,’ she
says. ‘Bangladesh and | were
created at the same time; it is a piece
of me and | am a piece of it — and
nothing will ever change that”

Myanmar is one of two neighbours of Bangladesh and no
enmity exists between them, except the Rohingya crisis
which was orchestrated and executed in Myanmar. The
Rohingya of Arakan (presently Rakhine) has been living in
Rakhine since 7th - 8th century and was indigenised well
before independence of Burma in 1948. They are a mixed
people of Indian origin, Arabs, Persians, Afghans, and
Central Asians.

In the 1947 Constitution, Rohingya were given the National
Registration Certificate with full legal and voting rights. In
1054 Prime Minister of Myanmar U Nu stated in a public
speech: "Rohingya has the equal status of nationality with
Kachin, Kayah, Karen, Mon, Rakhine and Shan" During 1948-61, 4 to 6
Rohingya were elected as members of the parliament. However, the 1982
Citizenship Act denied the citizenship rights of Rohingya and identified
them as "foreigners”. Myanmar government recognizes other 135 ethnic
minorities except the "Rohingya’, though they exercised their franchise
rights in all national and local elections till the general election in 2010.
Their voting rights were revoked in March 2015. Meanwhile, their identity
card was also annulled. Such systematic disenfranchisement and
frequent indiscriminate persecutions against Rohingyas by successive
Governments of Myanmar since the 1960s led to their continued forced
displacement into Bangladesh from Rakhine State of Myanmar. For the
last many years, Rohingya have been one of the most persecuted
minorities in the world. Mass atrocities against the Rohingya in Myanmar
have taken place in late seventies and early nineties resulting in their
exodus into Bangladesh. However, in 1978, repatriated nearly 200,000
Rohingya and again in 1992, out of 253,000 Rohingya, Myanmar took back
over 230,000 with honor and dignity through dialogue and discussion.
Around 2.65 million Rohingya are in temporary shelter in 17 countries
around the globe, with about half of them in Bangladesh. The clearance
operation by the Myanmar military in 2017 resulted in an unprecedented
scale of influx of about 7,30,000 Rohingya to Bangladesh within a few
weeks. Only about 600,000 Rohingya still stay in Myanmar at internment
camps or in similar condition. Despite numerous constraints and
challenges, the Honourable Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina took the
courageous decision to open our borders and give temporary shelters to
the Rohingya in 2017. The singular gesture has been recognised by the

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international community as the
Honourable Prime Minister is known as the
"Mother of Humanity” Around 1.2 million
Rohingyas are staying for more than six
years in the largest refugee camp in the
world in Cox's Bazar with around 30,000
newborn children adding to that number
every year.

Bangladesh always sought a durable
solution to the Rohingya crisis peacefully
through negotiations with Myanmar. The
two countries signed three instruments on
return after the exodus in 2017. According
to those instruments, repatriation was
supposed to commence by January 2018
and be completed in two years. Two
attempts were taken in 2018 and 2019 to
start repatriation. But the selected
Rohingyas were unwilling to join the
process in the absence of an assured
conducive environment in Rakhine, lack of
sufficient assurances about their security,
and livelihood opportunities by the
Myanmar government upon return. The
Government of Bangladesh, although not
a signatory of the 1951 UN Refugee
Convention and its 1967 Protocol, yet it is
not only sheltering 1.2 million Rohingyas
but also is the largest donor of the
humanitarian operations for the Rohingyas
staying in Bangladesh. According to a
study run by the Government, Bangladesh
has to spend around USD 1.69 billion in
2022 for the massive humanitarian
operations, ensuring safety and security in
and around camps, restoration of the
environment, and mitigation of sufferings

of the Rohingyas and the host community.
Rohingyas  have  already  created
demographic imbalance in Cox's Bazar by
outnumbering five times than the host
community population in the locality
where they are sheltered. Unemployment
or underemployment among the locally
impacted people of Cox's Bazar is

increasing. These are creating tension between them. It has
adversely impacted the biodiversity of Cox's Bazar, in particular the
6,800 acres of reserved forest where the Rohingyas are sheltered.
Deforestation, soil erosion, and water pollution are among the
environmental problems that have been observed in the area due
to the high concentration of Rohingyas in the Camps. With the
evolving humanitarian crisis around the globe, we are experiencing
a downward trend in the funding for the Rohingya. The Joint
Response Plan of 2022 remained significantly underfunded; JRP
2023 is also facing challenges to secure the estimated amount of
876 million USD. So far 45 % of the estimated requirement has

been funded.

Due to dwindling funds, WFP has
reduced the monthly food ration
from $12 in December 2022 to $8
per person per month from June
2023.  Humanitarian  partners
should come forward to reduce
the gap between the pledged
amount and the received amount
and prioritize sectors covering the
basic necessities like food, health
while deciding their contribution.
In addition, duplication of funding
in projects should be rationalized
and better accountability and
transparency is imperative to both
the host and the donor countries.
The UN agencies, the INGOs and
NGOs need to be more efficient
and effective and prudent in
taking projects. Nearly 52 % of the
Rohingya population living in
Bangladesh is children and
adolescents. The Government of
Bangladesh places great
importance on ensuring access to
education for all especially for
girls and in a similar vein,
Government is facilitating learning
activities for the Rohingya children
inside the camps. With the
support of the UN agencies,
Rohingya children are receiving

education inside the camps through around 6000
learning centers following the Myanmar Curriculum.
Students in need of special help like the disabled or
adolescent girls can attend alternate learning facilities
described as community-based learning centers. The
number of school going children has increased 25 %
then that of last year, school attendance rate among
adolescent girls and children with disabilities have also
increased this year.

The international community should  support
Bangladesh and encourage Myanmar to start
repatriation as soon as possible for the welfare of these
frustrated people. To enable the Rohingyas to take
informed decision, 20 Rohingya representatives visited
the possible resettlement sites in Rakhine State in May
and Myanmar high officials visited Cox's Bazar twice in
May and September and briefed the prospective
returnees about the arrangement made for their
resettlement that included safety and security,
livelihood, education, healthcare, pathway to
citizenship and so on.

To decongest and de-risk the overcrowded camps in
Cox’s Bazar, we have developed Bhasan Char, an
island covering an area of 13,000 acres in the South of
the country. We spent over US$ 350 million from our
own budget for building proper infrastructure and
better amenities than Cox's Bazar to temporarily
relocate about 100,000 of the camp population. Until
now, we have relocated around 32,000 of these
displaced persons from the camps in Cox's Bazar to
Bhasan Char ensuring compliance of the principle of
voluntariness. With its suitable terrain, and abundance
of empty space, Bhasan Char provides better scopes
for the Rohingyas to pursue livelihood opportunities.
But it will not be possible outside the camps in Cox's
Bazar due to the economic necessities of the host
community and possibility of a conflicting situation
between the Rohingyas and the host community.
Bangladesh has joined the Resettlement in third
countries initiative as an interim intervention.
Resettlement of 1.2 million Rohingyas and their around
30,000 newborn children every year is not a feasible
proposition. Preferences of the hosting countries are

always determined by their domestic priorities and
other global crises. Till today, as per estimate USA
and Canada have relocated only 62 persons in last
six years. Local integration of the Rohingyas can
never be an option for one of the most densely
populated and climate vulnerable countries like
Bangladesh. In Bangladesh, every year around
650,000 people are uprooted from their sweet
homes and traditional jobs due to erratic climate
change, river erosion and the like. For global
warming one fifth of our land mass is estimated to
be lost by 2050 resulting in the displacement of
20-25 million people. Around 20 million
Bangladeshi expatriates live and work across the
world and  contribute to the economy.
Furthermore, the idea of integration of Rohingyas
in Bangladesh would promote Myanmr's false
claim that Rohingyas were inhabitants of
Bangladesh. In a way it would justify their mass
atrocities run on Rohingyas.

Health Professionals in Gaza: Offering Final Tributes to Loved Ones amidst the Challenges of Their Noble Service

The tragic tales of four dreams shattered by the ongoing barbaric Israeli war
on Gaza.

Maysara Alrayes, a promising young doctor, graduated from Gaza's Medical
School and earned a Chevening grant for a Master's degree in Health
Administration at King's College London University. Upon returning to work for
the Doctors of the World organisation in Gaza, he, along with his parents, was
killed by Israeli missiles that destroyed their home in the city. Despite his
brothers' determined efforts to rescue them, they too fell victim to an Israeli
airstrike.

The second story is Dr. Ahmad Shatat, a 30-year-old emergency medicine
registrar at Alshifa Hospital. He and his wife, Dr. Doaa Shamoot, were building
a peaceful life with their one-year-old daughter. Tragically, during the third
week of the war, Israeli bombardment claimed the lives of his wife and child,
shattering their dreamful home forever.

The third story is Dr. Alaa Alagad, a newly graduated doctor engaged to
Ibtihal Alastal, a soon-to-graduate medical student. Their plans for

post-marriage training in the UK
were abruptly halted when
Israeli airstrikes in the second
week of the war killed Ibtihal,
her entire family, and destroyed
their home, burying their
dreams under the rubble.

Allolo, a fifth-year

Tragically, he received news of the
death of 21 family members and relatives
in an Israeli bombardment on their home.
His mother was fortunately rescued with
moderate injuries. In the midst of the
moral desert the world is living in, the
term "lucky” now signifies saving just one
family member from the bombardment.

Alagad, and Ezzedein Lolo represent
merely four stories out of the two million

You can just say Associate Solicitor

Over half of the UK legal profession is

represented by women and with
approximately 12% of lawyers being of
South Asian heritage, the representation
of the South Asian communities in the
legal profession is in fact higher than the
general UK population. We also have
notable examples of Bangladeshi

lawyers who have made their mark in the
history books. Despite this, every now
and then, my existence in this space
comes as a surprise - whether in the
profession, the community, or generally.

position is that the legal profession is

a ‘'man's world' and the commercial
field is even more so.

I was initially called to the Bar in 2010 and acted as a county
court advocate, subsequently moving into the role of paralegal
and then qualifying as a chartered legal executive and finally as
a solicitor. Now an Associate Solicitor, | specialise in residential
development and act for a range of clients, from national
housebuilders to small landowners. On any giving day | could be
dealing with a land acquisition, drafting a joint venture
agreement, finalising funding arrangements for the bulk
purchase of multiple residential dwellings for rent or completing
a highways agreement. This is the field | thrive in, particularly as
it aligns with my vision to see safe, sustainable and affordable
housing for all - and | am by no means the only South Asian
woman working in this area. Nevertheless, in a career that has
spanned more than a decade, there has been more than one
occasion where it was assumed that | was a man - emails and
letters addressed to a "Mr. Akthar’, surprise on hearing a
woman's voice on the phone, or surprise at seeing me for the
first time in a meeting. It was happening so often at one point
that it became a running joke at a previous law firm. And it
doesn't stop there either; sometimes when speaking to fellow
Bangladeshis in community settings, | find myself having to
explain - dare | say ‘prove’ - that | am perfectly capable of
working at a top 20 Legal 500 transatlantic law firm and still
manage to look after my daughter and fulfil other
responsibilities.

For some, unconsciously, the default position is that the legal
profession is a 'man’s world" and the commercial field is even
more so. This is despite the pioneers who have already proven
that this space is just as much for South Asian women as it is for
anyone else. There is also a lack of understanding of how
lawyers and law firms operate; it isn't the area of law alone that
decides how 'busy’ you are but other factors such as the type of
firm, the region you work in and in some instances, the lawyers
themselves. There is of course certainly a need to increase
representation within the legal profession, particularly at Partner
level in law firms. However, the first step is to remove the
unconscious biases that remain prevalent even if not actively
spoken about. To that effect, | do certainly appreciate all those
individuals who admitted they didn't expect me to be a woman
and acknowledged on their own that they had made an
incorrect assumption. Mistakes happen - it is the repetitive
nature of the mistake that is the real concern and when people
admit to their unconscious biases, | see it as a sign that they do
want to address this and make changes.

This is also why role-modelling and mentoring is so important.
Without visible representation and accurate advice and
guidance, talented individuals may create their own barriers and
limit their aspirations just because they feel they do not belong.
This in turn will impact the representation within the profession
and will stint the progress made so far. A naturally competitive
field, there are enough hurdles to overcome within the legal
profession, we must not let anyone create their own on top of
that. We must challenge the stereotypes to stop them
becoming self-fulfilling prophecies.
